Contests 
 

§ Skins: The skins game entry fee is $20 per team.  The scores 

on each hole are compared, the team with the lowest score on 

any given hole will ñWinò the skin for that hole. All Skins will 

be identified and the money divided evenly among the skins. 

 

§ Putting Contest: Each golfer has the opportunity to enter a 

Putting contest. The contest fee is $5. A putt is attempted from 

10 feet. If the putt is made, a second putt is attempted from 15 

feet. If this putt is made, a final putt is attempted from 20 feet. 

The contestant that holes the 20 foot putt or has the putt that 

stops closest to the hole wins the putting contest and prize 

money. If multiple contestants hole the 20 foot putt, a sudden 

death putt will decide the winner. Contest entry will begin at 

12:30 and will end at 1:30 to ensure a timely start to the outing. 
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Rules of Play 
Scramble Format 

 
§ Men play from the Blue  tees, Seniors (>60) 

play from the White  tees and Women play 
from the RED tees. 

§ All golfers will hit their own ball. 
§ After each golfer hits, the foursome will de-

cide which ball is the best ball. All golfers will 
hit from within one club length of the best ball 
location. 

§ You may not better the lie of the ball if the 
best ball is in a hazard, (i.e. sand trap, etc.) 
where everyone must hit from the hazard. 

§ In threesomes, the group will hit a fourth ball. 
One golfer will hit the fourth ball for the entire 
hole and golfers will alternate as the fourth. 

§ Tie-breaker holes will be determined by the 
course handicap starting from the most diffi-
cult to the easiest hole. In the event of a tie, a 
coin toss will determine the winner. 

§ To help maintain the pace of play, please limit 
the maximum score on a hole to a bogey and 
pick-up your ball and proceed to the next 
hole after this score is reached. 

§ Mulligan: A Mulligan can be purchased for 
$5. Each person on the team can purchase 1 
Mulligan which can be used as a "do-over" 
for any shot they choose. 

§ Mark your team score beginning with the 
hole you start on.  

§ Turn all scorecards in to Scorekeeper at the 
end of the round. 



The St. Vincent de Paul Society 

     The principle objective of the Society of Saint Vincent de Paul (SVDP), with over one 
million members world wide, is to help the members grow spiritually through face to face 
service for the needy.  Locally, the SVDP Center operates a Food Pantry and Thrift 
Store, and since itôs inception in 2004, has sought to establish a much needed home-
less shelter in the Newark area.  In the fall of 2007, a committee to study the feasibility 
of operating a shelter, was organized by the SVDP Center Board of Directors.  The 
committee is composed of representatives from the four founding parishes, Blessed 
Sacrament, St. Edward, St. Francis, and St. Leonard.  The parishes in Buckeye Lake 
and Johnstown have also been invited to participate in this endeavor.  
 
A very generous gift from The Patricia R. and Herbert J. Murphy Foundation has en-
abled construction to begin at 115 Wilson Street in Newark-projected completion date is 
10/30/09.  The shelter is designed to house 32 single men for up to 90 days (emergency 
shelter) and 24 months (transitional housing).  The facility will include a lobby with lock-
ers, common eating/gathering area, kitchen, laundry, telephones, internet access, coun-
seling/family rooms, computer room, conference room, and an office.  The facility is 
within one half mile of the Licking County Court House to allow residents easy access to 
many available service organizations; the Thrift Store and the Food Pantry will be relo-
cated into a building presently on the same property. 
 
As Vincentians, we want not only to provide a place to sleep and eat, but also to provide 
mentors to guide the residents in their searches for permanent housing and a depend-
able means of income with the goal of building the residentsô life skills and self reliance.
